Introduction: -

The New Textile Policy of Government of Maharashtra has been announced by
the Government Resolution dated 2" January 2012 under reference no.l. Interest
Subsidy linked with long term loan, 10% capital subsidy to the new and expansion
project of Textile units set up in Vidarbha, Marathwada and North Maharashtra and
10% capital subsidy for modernization of existing Powerloom units belonging to
Scheduled Castes/ Tribes and Minority Communities are the major schemes under
the State’s Textile Policy. These schemes are linked to Centrally Sponsored
Technology Up-gradation Funds Scheme (TUFS) and it is obligatory for textile projects
to obtain UID form Textile Commissioner, Gol for availing benefits under State’s
Scheme.

Taking into consideration the administrative difficulties Textile projects under
TUFS linked scheme have to face for availing of benefits under State’s Scheme, Govt
of Maharashtra has relaxed the conditions of obtaining UID no. from Textile
Commissioner, Gol and receiving Gol Subsidy for the textile projects which have been
sanctioned long term loan by Banks on or after 21t February, 2014 vide GR dated
21/2/2014 under reference no.5. On the same lines a proposals of relaxing these
conditions for the projects under TUFS linked scheme which have been sanctioned
long term loan as per TUFS norms between 15t April,2011 to 20" February,2014 for
interest subsidy and between 1t March,2012 to 20t February,2014 for capital subsidy
was under consideration of the Government.

Government Resolution:-

Considering the information mentioned above, Government is pleased to
accord its approval to relax the condition of obtaining UID number from Textile
Commissioner, Gol and receiving Gol subsidy for availing benefits under State’s
scheme for the projects which have been sanctioned long term loan as per TUFS
norms during the period 15t April,2011 to 20" February,2014 for interest subsidy and
15t March,2012 to 20" February,2014 for capital subsidy. However, these projects
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will receive State’s subsidy as per GRs under reference no.2 and 3. Other guidelines
prescribed by GRs under reference no.2 and 3 for availing interest subsidy and capital
subsidy under State’s scheme will remain same.
